City Ordinances
Chapter 69.14 (2) (3)
Parking on Front, Side, and Rear
Yards
It shall be unlawful for any person to
park a vehicle, recreational vehicle,
machinery or equipment, or trailer in
the front yard of any residential lot,
unless said property is parked com-
pletely upon a driveway or driveway
extension.
It shall be unlawful for any person, to
park a vehicle, recreational vehicle,
machinery or equipment, or trailer in
the side or rear yard of any residential
lot unless it is on an improved surface
consisting of solid concrete, seal coat,
asphalt, solid bricks, crushed stone or
gravel. Golf cart trailers are allowed in
side and back yards.

: Per council 9-5-23, a compensation of $100 per tree for dead, diseased, or dangerous ash trees on city right of way
Eonly was approved for property owners who wish to remove said ash trees from the right of way on their property

: at the property owner’s own expense without waiting for the city to remove the tree(s).

* Ordinance chapter 151.10 All stump removal and clean-up are the responsibility of the abutting property owner.

If a property owner chooses to remove their dead, diseased, or dangerous ash tree(s) located in the city right of ;

+ way prior to the city removing the tree(s) and wants the compensation payment, please contact city hall to request :

:a tree removal permit application. There is no fee for the permit. This permit must be completed and
: approved PRIOR TO REMOVAL to receive the $100 compensation.
